Subject: Enrichment (Science/Social Studies Module)

Grade Level: 1st & 2nd
Objectives and Goals: 

By the completion of this unit, students will acquire knowledge of:

· Basic world geography (7 Continents, 4 Oceans, the Equator, Directions N/S/E/W). 

· Basic earth science facts (time zones, seasons, temperatures)

· Landmarks, customs, languages and wildlife unique to every continent.

· How people and places around the world influence our daily lives.
Duration of study unit: 

· ( 7 ) – 30 minute lessons (Each lesson takes place once a week).
Materials Needed:

· Globe & World Map

· Student Continents “Fact” packet 
· Individual Student “Passport”

· Continent Stamps

Teaching Strategies:

· The teacher will begin by telling students that they are going to go on an imaginary journey around the world where they will visit continents and learn about some of the unique and different things that every continent has.
· The teacher will then introduce the globe and a map of the world, go over each continent and its location, all 4 oceans and their locations, the equator and its location. 
· The teacher will further explain that although the Equator is drawn our both on the globe and the world map, it is actually an imaginary line and its location on earth (center) helps us get a better understanding of the different climates in every continent. The teacher will explain the correlation between the sun and the equator, stressing that the proximity of a continent to the equator can serve as a “hint” to what the temperatures are on that continent.
· The teacher will present the students with their own individual “passport”. (Students will receive a “visa stamp” after every continent journey and they will record one favorite thing they learned about each continent throughout their journey.) 
· The journey will start off in Antarctica and continue alphabetically throughout the seven continents. 

· Throughout each lesson, the teacher will present students with discussion questions regarding the similarities and differences between the “new” continent and the ones they’ve already visited.
· Prior to starting a “new journey”, the teacher will have students recall what they’ve learned on their previous trip.

Student Activity:
· During each journey, students will express any prior knowledge they may have about the continent as well as be able to freely express any questions that might come up during the lesson. 
· Every lesson will have the students engaged in an activity related to the topic learned and this will be collected and gathered up forming an “Album of Memories” from their journey across the world. This will be taken home along with their passports. 
Assessment: 
· At the end of the unit study, students will be split into groups and assigned a continent. Each group will be required to share any information they know about their continent and create a list of at least (7) facts about it. 
· Each group will then be asked to discuss its assigned continent, sharing its report with the class. 
· Next, the students will be asked to guess the location random continents on the world map.

Closure
· The teacher will ask the students where would they like to live? Why?
