Goal:  The students will learn basic addition through the use of a variety of manipulatives and learning modalities.
Objectives: 
· Students will be exposed to the song/fingerplay Five Little Monkeys Jumping on the Bed.
· Students will recall the sign language hand movements for the numbers 1-5 as they complete the modeling aspect of the lesson.

· Students will recognize and write the numerals 1-5.

· Student will complete a data chart as a whole class and then again independently.

· Students will use visual/tactile manipulatives to aid in simple addition.

· Students will work independently to re-sing the song as they complete a data chart on their own.

· Students will analyze and compare the data chart created by the whole class as well as their independent data charts.

· Students will work cooperatively in both whole class and small group activities.

Materials:


visual aid- Large bed with monkeys (modeling)

workmats- one/student

manipulatives
number strips


individual data charts (differentiated by ability)

Chart paper (modeling)

Markers (modeling)

Pencils 

Prerequisites:

Students will have previously used manipulatives to aid in mathematical lessons.  Students have been continuously working on writing the numerals 1-6.  

Anticipatory Set:

Students will sing Five Little Monkeys jumping on the bed. As they are singing the song, the teacher will encourage the students to show the subsequent number using sign language.  

Procedure:


Modeling:

After singing the song, the teacher will then introduce the visual aide to the students.  She will inform them that they will sing the song again this time using the bed and the monkeys that are on display.  As the teacher counts down from five, the students will help her to complete a data chart that she has enlarged and displayed in the front of the group.  The students will be asked to determine how many monkeys are on the bed, how many monkeys are on the floor and how many monkeys are in the room altogether after each verse of the song is sung.  The students will use their prior knowledge of signing the numbers during this part of the lesson.    

Guided Practice: 

At the end of the finger play the students will be told that they will all get a chance to do this on their own at their tables.  The teacher will display the workmats and manipulatives that will be used during this independent activity.  As a class they will work together to complete and discuss an example using these materials.  As they complete an example using the manipulatives, the teacher will give them detailed directions on how to fill in a data table of their own.  She will explain to them that each student’s data table will have a different number on top.  The number on the top of the data table represents how many monkeys they will start out with on the bed.   

Independent Practice:
After completing an example as a whole class, the students will be called individually to sit in the seat directed by the teacher.  The teacher will sit the students that have the same numbers together in an attempt to limit confusion at the tables.  The students will be told to look at the number at the top of their data sheet and count out that many manipulatives to place on their bed.  They will be reminded that before they sing the song and remove a monkey from the bed, they must complete the first line of the data table.  The students will be provided with number strips that will aide them with number recognition and writing.  

Closure:

As the students complete their data tables they will be told to raise their hand to have an adult check to make sure it is all correct.  While they are waiting for the rest of the class to finish, they will be asked to get a book to quietly look at on the rug.  After all the students have completed their data tables, they will all be asked to come to rug with their individual data tables.  While on the rug, the teacher will review the data table that she and the class created together in the beginning of the lesson.  In doing this, she will ask the students to compare their tables to the enlarged one in the front of the classroom.  They will look at all three columns (monkeys on the bed, monkeys on the floor, monkeys in the room) and discuss the patterns that appear.  The students will be told that the large bed with monkeys will be an independent center during their color groups next week.  The teacher will end the lesson by allowing the students to stand up and once again sing the song Five Monkeys Jumping on the Bed, this time however the students will pretend to be the monkeys and the whole class will be challenged at counting backwards from twenty.       
Assessment:  
Students will be assessed by observation during the lesson, class participation, and through correct completion of their data tables.  

Differentiation:

All of the students will be learning the same concept of simple addition through this lesson.  However, the students will be differentiated based on ability level during the independent practice section of the lesson.  The students will be given a data chart with either a number five, eight or ten at the top.  Those students that receive a paper with a number five will be the students that need more repetition and practice.  The students that receive an eight or ten will benefit from a challenge through this addition lesson.  Differentiation based on the numbers will be both pre-determined as well as based on observations during the modeling and guided practice aspects of the lesson.
