English Language Arts

Grade: Kindergarten 

Topic: “W w ”

Lesson Duration: 1 hour (4 centers at 15 minutes each) and 20 minutes whole group 

Rationale: The ability to identify and write the letters of the alphabet, match sounds to letters, and identify individual phonemes is essential in learning to read and write. Research has shown that comprehensive, systematic, and intensive instruction in these areas lead to successful reading acquisition. The information taught and reviewed in this lesson also meets state standards in English Language Arts for kindergarten.

California Content Standards:

Reading 1.6: Name upper/lowercase letters

Reading 1.14: Match sounds to letters

Objectives:

1. Students will be able to identify items that begin with the phoneme /w/ by coloring them. 

2. Students will be able to name and write the upper- and lower-case “w”. 

3. Students will be able to match the /w/ sound to the letter “w”. 

Procedures:

Introduction (Whole Group): Begin by reading and then singing Willie Worm’s song. Have students use motions during the song (Total physical response). Review the Willie Worm card. Have students name the alpha-friend, his sound, and the letter that represents that sound. As a class brainstorm other words that begin with the /w/ sound. Tell students that they will now learn how to write an upper- and lower-case w. Model on the white board, describing how you form a “w”. Invite a few volunteers to come up and write a “w” on the white board. Hold up a model, explain, and give oral directions for each of the four centers activities.

Activity Sequence:

Center 1: Practice Book page 

Children will work on penmanship as they write the letter “w” next to pictures that begin with the /w/ sound. After writing they may color the w pictures. Students who finish early can use dry erase boards to practice writing the letter w

Center 2: W Worksheet

Students will name the pictures on the page and color the ones that begin with the /w/ sound. In order to link the sound to the letter and practice forming the letter, the students will trace w’s on the back side. Those students who finish early will read books from the w tub. 

Center 3: W Words

Students will name the pictures that begin with the letter “w” and trace the words. On the back side they will read the poem twice and then use highlighters to go on a “w” hunt (highlighting each “w”).

Center 4: Computers

Students will all get on a computer and have the choice of visiting the following links with a focus on the letter “w”-

Search till you find a w and another letter. Retrieve pictures and match them with the corresponding letter.
Closure: Go over center activities with the students. Hold up Willie Worm’s card and review the alpha-friend’s name, sound and corresponding letter. 

Assessment: The objective will be measured informally through observation of student participation. The teacher will be looking for accuracy in identifying and forming the letter “w”, matching the /w/ sound to the letter “w”, and recognizing the /w/ sound in spoken language. The students will be formally assessed using the Houghton Mifflin theme 9 test and district reading assessments at a later date.

Universal Access: This lesson can be modified in many ways to meet the needs of students with diverse needs. For the English Language Learners, the teacher can introduce the new “w” vocabulary during ELD time, have children practice producing the letter name and sound, and incorporate words that begin with the same sound from their native language. For the students who are gifted, the teacher can challenge them to sound out and write “w” words.  For the students who need extra support, the teacher can write the letter “w” in highlighter and ask them to trace on the practice book page.

6. All 5 computers in the room with w links ready on the desktop
