Reading Applications: Informational, Technical, and Persuasive Text 

Standard.

Grade Level: 2

Objectives: 

The students will use children’s magazines and online resources to identify and comprehend information found in news articles, diagrams, charts, graphs, maps, captions, and illustrations.

The students will list questions about essential elements (who, what, why, when, where, how) in children’s magazine articles and online resources and identify the answers.

The students will orally report information found in children’s magazine articles and online resources.

Materials:

-Various children’s magazines (i.e. Ask, Appleseeds, Spider, Highlights, Time For Kids, National Geographic, etc.)

-Access to Internet (optional)

-Poster board, construction paper, scissors, glue, markers, crayons, etc.

Procedures:

1. Introduce lesson by explaining to students that they will be using children’s magazines to find and report information on events taking place in the world around them.  

2. Pass out magazines and give students two or three minutes to look through them.  Point out the table of contents.  Discuss the names and page numbers of the articles, and practice using the table to contents to find certain articles in the magazine.

3. Choose an article to read with the students.  Discuss any diagrams, charts, graphs, maps, illustrations, or captions included in the article.  Explain the purpose of them and the information found in them.

4. Ask questions about the content of the article and the information found in the diagrams, charts, graphs, maps, illustrations, and captions.  Emphasize the “who, what, when, where, why, and how” of the article.  List essential information on the board for all the students to see.  Model giving a news report based on the information discussed.

5. Divide students in groups of three or four, and have them choose a magazine article to report on together.  Have them read the article and study the information found in the diagrams, charts, graphs, maps, illustrations, and captions.  Instruct the students to find the “who, what, when, where, why, and how” of the article.  Pass out poster board, construction paper, markers, etc., and have the students create posters detailing the relevant information found in the article.

6. Have the students pretend to be news reporters reporting on the information found in their chosen magazine articles.  Give each group time to explain the information they found and show their posters to the rest of the class.  Give the rest of the class time to ask the news reporters questions about the articles being reported on, and discuss all the information found.

Assessment Options:

Observation, accuracy of information and amount of detail given during news reports, student responses to questions, poster and report completion.
