INTRODUCTION

Title: Endangered and Threatened Plants of Wisconsin

Grade Level: Fourth

Learning Objectives:

· Students will gather information using websites provided on a chosen endangered or threatened plant found in Wisconsin(see attached list)

· Students will create a PowerPoint presentation providing the class information on their chosen plant.

Summative Assessment:

· PowerPoint presentation (see attached rubric)

Materials Needed:

· Computer w/ internet access and PowerPoint

· PowerPoint outline (see attachment)

READINESS

Anticipatory Set:

· Divide class into pairs and have students describe what the terms endangered and threatened mean.

· Ask students why they thing certain species of plants and animals are endangered or threatened.

· Discuss student responses together in class.

Statement of Purpose:

“Today we are going to learn about endangered and threatened plants of Wisconsin. It is important to know that each of you will be doing research on a particular plant.  You will then be creating a PowerPoint presentation about your plant.”

INPUT

Instructional Input:

· Define the following vocabulary terms

· Endangered

· Threatened

· Using the Smart board or a presentation system, show the students the many websites that they can use to find an endangered or threatened plant. 

· Go over and explain the outline they will use when creating their presentation on the PowerPoint.

Modeling:

· Chose one of the plants from Wisconsin and show where on how to collect data from the Internet using the addresses provided.

· Using that information, demonstrate how to create a slide for the presentation (assuming the class has had some experience with PowerPoint)

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

· In pairs, have each student pick an endangered or threatened plant and create a title slide with the help of a partner.

· Check their slides as they are creating them.

OUTPUT

Guided Practice/Independent Practice:

· Remind students to use the PowerPoint outline when creating their presentations.

· Tell students they are going to present their PowerPoints to the class when they are completed.

Summative Assessment:

· PowerPoint presentation (see attached rubric)

Closure:

· Tell students to get out a sheet of paper

· Tell students to write one thing they learned about their plant on their paper as their ticket out the door.
