Learning Goal: The students will learn the cultural practices of Native            Americans from four basic regions of the United States. 

Objective: The students will be able to describe the foods, shelters and types of arts and clothing Native Americans utilized by creating a diorama after a three week study of American Indians.

Materials: computer, teacher- generated chart, large boxes, various craft items (material, clay, craft sticks, beads, etc.), map of U.S., projector, poster boards

Procedures:

1. The students will create a KWL chart about Native Americans

2. a. The teacher will show a U.S. map and explain that we will be learning about American Indians from four major regions/places.

b. List regions and ask volunteers to circle/color in each region.

c. Divide class into groups according to regions, which are Northeast/Woodlands, Plains, Southwest, and Northwest.

3. The students will investigate and gather information from websites listed  

     and literature provided by the teacher. Each student will fill in own chart  

     and each group will create a chart on poster board to hang up in  

     classroom.

4. The students will have about two weeks to complete the search and gather part of the project. During the third week, the students will construct a diorama representing the Native American group/region assigned. They also will have the opportunity to make a craft presented in the websites.

5. The students will then give a group oral report about their diorama and chart of information and complete KWL chart.

Teaching Strategies: The students will be placed in cooperative learning groups with various learning abilities. Students will track his or her own participation in the group using a self-evaluation checklist, which the teacher will review almost daily. 

 Assessment Method: Students will be assessed using a rubric. Categories will include group participation, oral presentation, are there at least five components to the chart, and accurate construction of diorama.
