Language Arts: Rhyming/Graphing

Grade:  Kindergarten

Estimated Time:  25 minutes

Materials:  Book of Nursery Rhymes, Nursery Rhyme Cube (containing 6 pictures of common nursery rhymes), individual pictures of rhymes that are on cubes (for graphing purposes), Pocket Chart Graph.
Objectives:  Students will identify at least one-half of the given rhyming words in the snapping and clapping activity.  Students will recite common nursery rhymes.  Students will identify more, less, or equal on a graph.
Content Standards:  L/A – Identify and complete rhyming words and patterns, Math – arrange objects in a floor or table graph according to attributes, such as use, size, color, or shape.
Procedures:

1. To gain students’ attention, begin singing “Mary Had A Little Lamb”.  Allow students to fill in the rhyming words from the song.
2. Tell the class they will be practicing rhyming words in the activities today.  Remind them that rhyming words are words that have the same ending sounds.

3. For the first part of the lesson, tell students they will be doing a snap, clap, activity.  Begin with a simple snap, clap rhythm and demonstrate:  snap, clap “fall”,  - snap, clap “ball”.  Continue clapping, snapping, and giving a word, have the children follow you with a snap, clap, and then giving a rhyming word to the word given.  Complete 8-10 rhyming words.

4. For the second part of the lesson, have the children sit around the edge of the carpet and take turns rolling the nursery rhyme picture cube.  

5. When the cube stops, chant the nursery rhyme together, allowing the children to fill-in some of the rhyming words in the poem.  Continue until all the pictures have been shown.  

6. To culminate the activity, have each child pick a picture card (which are the same as on the cube), and make a class graph on the pocket chart of their favorite nursery rhyme. 

7. As a class, discuss the graph noting more, less, and equal.

Assessment:  Students will have practiced rhyming words in a group, and will have identified at least one-half of the rhyming words given in each activity.  Students will have completed the nursery rhyme graph, and recognized more, less, and equal.
