LESSON PLAN 

PLANETS

D. Wilson

Objective

Students will locate specific information on each planet in our solar system using named websites as sources.

Time
One to two class periods, depending on how fast students work.

Materials

Planet Informational Sheets


Pen/Pencil


Computer

Procedures

1. Teacher will handout one planet informational sheet to each student.  

2. Teacher will put students into groups of 2-3 students, based on class size.

3. Teacher will explain that student groups are to research their assigned planet.  They are to find all the required information on the sheet, along with a picture of the planet, using websites named below.

4. Students are to record which websites they used.

5. Teacher will then assign planets to the groups. 

Evaluation

Student groups will present information on each planet to the class. Assessment will be based on ability to gather information (using the websites) and accuracy of information.

Supplement/Enrichment
After information on each planet has been presented, teacher will visit the website http://space.jpl.nasa.gov/ and allow the class to examine views of each planet from certain spacecraft.
