Lesson Plan

Name:  Gina Trush

State:  Ohio

Grade Level:  Multi-handicap (K-1)

Subject:  Reading

Content Standard:  To establish a purpose for reading and to use a variety of strategies to build comprehension.

Objective:  Students will be able to recognize beginning letter sounds, actively participate in a read-aloud, organize items as they are presented in a story and create a fruit salad from memory to demonstrate comprehension.

Materials:  
-computer

-abc match puzzle

- center table

-The Very Hungry Caterpillar book

- colored food cards

-crossword puzzle

-highlighters

-cooking table

- bowl

- fruit

-spoon

- plastic bowls

- plastic forks

Grouping:  For this lesson we will begin with a partner.  Two students will be paired up at the computer, playing abc match, and two students will be paired up at the center table completing an abc match puzzle.  At each station the students will be matching picture cards with its beginning letter sound.  Next we will move into a whole group, while the teacher reads The Very Hungry Caterpillar, by Eric Carle.  After the book is read, students will work as individuals to work on a teacher created crossword puzzle to find all the fruits contained in the book.  Finally, we will come together as a whole group to create a fruit salad with all the fruits from the story.

Method:  Lesson Length (Approximately 55 minutes)

1. To begin this lesson, students will be paired up with a partner.  Two students will be placed at the computer and directed to the abc match game on the Read Write Think website.  The students will play the game as a pair and together they need to match the pictures to the beginning letter.  For example, match the picture of the apple to letter a.  The students will play in the learning mode, so there is no time limit to complete the matching.  This lesson follows a previous lesson of working on beginning sounds in words.  The students will play for 10 minutes before switching to the next activity.  While the two students are using the computer, the other two students will be completing an abc match puzzle, where they as well will be matching pictures to the beginning sound and connecting the puzzle pieces.  They will do this for 10 min.  At the end of 10 min, the pairs will switch activities for another 10 min. (20min)

2. At the end of the twenty minute session, the students will come to the carpet and sit in order to listen to the teacher do a read-aloud of The Very Hungry Caterpillar.  The four students will be given colored food cards when they sit down.  They will need to listen carefully to the story and as the foods are read, the student who holds the food card will stand up and go to the front with their food card.  At this point, the student will present their food card and inform the other students what letter their food card begins with.  They will remain standing until the entire book has been read.  (10min)
3. At the completion of the story, the students will go to their desks and complete a teacher created crossword puzzle, which includes the fruit from the story.  The students will highlight each fruit as they find it. (10min) http://school.discoveryeducation.com/teachingtools/teachingtools.html
4. At the end of 10 minutes, the students will join the teacher at the cooking table to create a healthy snack.  The students will help prepare a fruit salad, based on the fruit from the story.  The students will be asked to recall one fruit each from memory.  We will then make our fruit salad and then enjoy a healthy snack to conclude our lesson. (15min)
Assessment:  The students will be assessed on an individual basis.  The teacher will observe the students as they work on the computer and on the puzzle.  The teacher will also observe during the read-aloud as the students listen and actively participate in the story.  The crossword puzzle will be used as an assessment and a tally system will be used to make sure each student recalls one fruit each from the story.

Evaluation:  The teacher will be able to use the assessments above to evaluate the entire lesson to determine if the students were able to apply previous learned skills as well as apply new skills learned.  The teacher will also be able to see if the students were able to demonstrate comprehension of the read material, if the students were able to complete the activities of the lesson.
