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I. Rationale: This project targets struggling readers and/or ELL students who need extra support in Language Arts skills, particularly decoding and fluency.  Although Houghton Mifflin has included a phonics program in the third grade curriculum, and even carefully tied in a matching spelling program, often it doesn’t provide enough exposure for all students.  Using CDs and music which are carefully linked to the Houghton Mifflin objectives can supplement the HM reading program and provide the additional exposure our struggling readers need.

II. Project Lay Out:  Seven different phonics and grammar CDs are recommended for use throughout the year.  They cover most of the objectives from the Word Work sections, and some of the objectives from the Writing and Language sections of the Houghton Mifflin third grade curriculum.

There are many Reading CD products out there.  This collection could be added to, or substitutions made, as you run across other materials that support your classroom needs.
