Lesson Plan:  Classroom Store

Teacher: Jim Todl

Elementary Content Standard:  Wisconsin Standard B.4.3: Read, write, and order whole numbers* , simple fractions (e.g. halves, fourths, tenths, unit fractions *) and commonly used decimals (monetary units).

My main objectives for my students are:  Put money amounts in order and make correct change from $1.00, or more, depending on the student.  Several other secondary objectives will also be met in the areas of health, writing, math, art, and integrating math knowledge into real life situations.

Materials:  Store Area, Products for sale, “shopping baskets”, Activity Cards. Response    Booklets

Store Area:  
Select an area of the room to be the store.  Place shelves and other objects here for products to be displayed.

Products:
I have my students sitting in 4 teams of 5 students and 1 team of four.  



Each team will be responsible for making products for the store.  I will 



assign
a type of product to each group: produce, breads, meats, dairy, and 



school items/toys.  The items will be drawn, colored, and cut out from 



tagboard or another kind of thick stock paper.  Each item will be 



laminated.

Pricing:
I will ‘price’ all of the items in the store.  Most of the items will be priced 



less than a dollar.  I will price a few items up to $5.00 for enrichment



purposes.  

Activity Cards: 
I will construct several activity cards for the students to choose 

from. Answers will be recorded in pre-made answer booklets.  I will make them to resemble a checkbook. Here are some examples of the Activity Cards I will make:

1. You are going to make breakfast for your family.  Pick 5 items you would like to serve.  Write the names of the products you bought.  Put them in order from least value to greatest.

2. You have $2.00 to spend.  You are having a friend over for the night.  What areyou going to buy to eat while you watch movies?  What is the total cost?  How much change will you get?

3. Pick one item from each of the 5 food groups.  Put them in order from Greatest to Least.

4. Choose one of the food groups.  Put ALL items in order from Least to Greatest.   From Greatest to Least.

5. Write a problem of your own.  You must include at least 2 of the groups in your writing.

6. Select as many items as you can without going over $1.00 for the total amount.  How close did you get?

7. Add the total of ALL of the items in one of the groups.  How much is it?  What change would you get from $10.00?

8. Select one of the groups.  Find the difference between the most and least expensive item.

9. Grandma and Grandpa are coming to lunch.  Organize a tasty lunch for the three of you.  List the menu (foods) you will serve.  List them in order from least expensive to most expensive.  Add up the cost.  Make change from $5.00.

10. Design your own cereal box.  Come up with a cost per box.  How many would 3 cost?  How much more, or less, is it than the cereal in the store?

11. Design a coupon for one of the products.  What is the coupon worth?  How much would you save?

12. Pick 5 toys.  Put them in order from least to greatest.

13. Make a list of items you’ll need for school.  If you have $2.00, which items could you buy?

These are just some of the Activity Cards I will use.  There will be more made by students and by me.  Students will keep ALL of their completed problems in their response booklets.

I will use “The Todl Store” when we are learning about money and how to use it.  The store will not only be used along with everyday instruction, but also as an extension/enrichment tool.  It can also be used when students finish another activity and are waiting for others to finish.

Students will work independently, with partners, and in groups.  Activity cards can also be used as an alternative form of assessment.  Differentiation will be implemented based on the needs of my students. The Activity Cards won’t be ‘leveled’ but there will be opportunities for a wide range of abilities to use the store.  We will also be able to use this in other areas of the curriculum, mainly writing.  Writing ads for a newspaper to talk about the store or to announce sales will be a great way to practice our 6+1 Writing Traits.
