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Module 9 Lesson Plan

Word Recognition and Fluency Through Poetry

Objective- Students will use their knowledge of high frequency sight words to learn and practice poetry, while building oral reading fluency.

State of Ohio Standard Addressed- Phonemic Awareness, Word Recognition and Fluency Standard
Grade Level- 2nd Grade

Materials- Individual copies of poems for students, one large poem for whole class practice, word wall with frequently used words, highlighters

Grouping- Students will begin the lesson in a whole group setting.  Students will break into partners for the first poem.  For the second poem (assessment), students will be working independently.

Preparation- Make copies of poems for students and write both poems on poster board/chart paper so that students can all follow when the poem is first read.  You may also want to pair your students ahead of time based on your students’ needs.

Procedure-

1. Show the students the poem What I Found in My Desk and explain to them that they are going to practice many words they know and learn some new words also. Please also explain to them that they will be reading poetry and practicing poems will help them become better readers.

2. Tell the students that they will be reading two poems today and will be looking for familiar words in the poems.  Each poem will have a word bank on it with the words they need to look for. They will be using a highlighter to find the word bank words.

3. First, read the poem to the class and ask them to join you the second time you read.  Go over the word bank words to make sure all students can read them.

4. Have the students work in partners to read the poem together and find (highlight) the words.  They will then practice reading the poem together while the class works quietly.

5. When the whole class has completed the activity, go over the poem and words as a whole group.

6. Introduce the poem Ready for School and explain that the students will do the same activity with this poem, but they will be working on their own.  Please read the poem aloud for the students so they can find the word bank words.

7. Give students independent working time to find the word bank words and practice reading the poem.  If time allows, invite students to read the poem for the class, if they choose to.

Differentiation- For students needing additional support, they can be paired with a peer model.  You could also give them one paragraph of the poem to work with, rather than three.  Please make sure those students have had the poem read to them ahead of time.  Attached is an idea for students who need enrichment.  The second poem is the same, however the word bank words are scrambled.  The students must unscramble them before locating them.

Assessment- Use the second poem for the assessment.  Listen to your students’ oral reading independently to check for reading fluency and word recognition, once they have completed the activity.  Please try to pull the students aside one at a time, as many students may not feel comfortable reading in front of the class.

Follow up activities- Students can perform the poems they have learned (or previously learned poems) for other students, students can create their own poetry use high frequency sight words.
