Curriculum Standard: 2.2.3A Apply addition and subtraction in everyday situations using concrete objects.

Objective: Students will be able to solve basic addition and subtraction word problems using bear counters.

Materials: pencils, addition/subtraction word problems activity sheet, bear counters, magnetic bear counters (paper), blank paper

Introduction: Using magnetic bear counters, students will review the concepts of addition  (putting two groups together) and subtraction (taking some counters away) at the board with teacher assistance.

Guided Practice: Students will work with a partner to solve the addition and subtraction problems.  The teacher will circulate the room, assisting students with the reading of the problems and redirecting the teams as needed.

Review: The class will review 3 of the 10 problems at the board, using the magnetic bear counters.  Student volunteers will be asked to come to the board and explain how to solve the problems.
Independent Practice: Students will be given 3 addition/subtraction word problems to solve independently.  Bear counters will be provided for these students as needed.  These problems will be checked by the teacher upon completion.

Extension Activity: Students will be given bear counters and a blank piece of paper.  Students will create 2 math word problems (one addition and one subtraction) on their own.
