Pennies and Dimes

Time Frame: about 1 hour

Objectives: 
     The students will: 

1. Determine the value of a set of pennies and dimes.

2. Relate counting dimes and pennies to place value.

Materials:

1. 1 bag of base ten blocks per student

2. 1 bag of coins per student (with at least 10 dimes and 10 pennies)

3. Money Order charts

4. Brown bag of dimes and pennies for the teacher

5. Gift bag filled with priced items

6. Large demonstration coins

Preparation:

1. Make sure bags of coins are filled with the proper amounts of coins

2. Prepare shopping bag with priced items.

Circle Time Activity: Coin Sparkle  (See attached instruction sheet)

Class Procedure:
1. Review Tens and Ones (15 min.)

· Place a penny next to a unit and a dime next to a rod.  Invite children to explain how the values are related.

· Ask the children to show 3 tens using base ten blocks.  Ask what number they just built.  

· Then, next to the base ten blocks, have the students show the same number using dimes.  Tell them to use “cents” this time when saying the number.  

· Repeat for numbers 21, 44, and 13.  

· In pairs, one person sets out a number using base ten blocks.  The other person makes the same number using coins.  Remind them to have the same amount of rods and dimes and the same amount of units and pennies.

2. Money Order (10 min.)

· Pass out the Money Order charts. 

· Review the concept of starting with tens and adding on the ones.

· Show students where dimes go on the Money Order charts.  Ask what to do if we have no nickels.  (Skip right to the ones.)

· Have five volunteers come up and each choose a coin out of the bag.  Students put the chosen coin on their own chart in the proper order.  

· When all five students have chosen a coin, and the others have put the five coins on their charts, show them how to count the amount 

· Repeat.  Let them count on their own after a couple times. 

3. Shopping (10 min.)

· Tell students that they are going to go shopping like yesterday. 

· Have one student come up and choose an item from the shopping bag.  He or she should read the price, and the class should show on their Money Order charts which coins they would use to buy it.  Remind them to start with at least one dime.

· Repeat two or three times, having volunteers coming to the front to show answers to each one on the overhead.  

4. Worksheet Practice (15 min.)

· Pass out page 203/204 from the math workbook. 

· In pairs, do #5 on the back first.  Discuss as a class.

· Have students complete the rest of the page on their own.

Closure:
1. Money Hop (10 min.)

· Set out the large dime and penny demonstration coins in a 3x3 array on the floor. 

· Have the children sit around the edges.  One person at a time comes up.  

· Call out different values and have the child hop from coin to coin to show what coins he or she would use to make that value.
