Pennies and Nickels

Time Frame: about 1 hour

Objectives: 
     The students will: 

1. Determine the value of a set of pennies and nickels.

2. Count on money from a nickel.

Materials:

1. Clean sock

2. 1 of each type of coin

3. Piggy bank workmat

4. Coin Riddle overhead

5. Bag of coins per child with at least 5 pennies, 6 nickels, and 8 dimes

6. Money Order chart

7. 6 small shopping bags (or gift bags) filled with items that have price tags on them

8. Overhead coins

9. Page 201/202 from math workbook (or another worksheet on counting pennies and nickels)

10. Large demonstration coins

11. Reflective journals

Preparation:

1. Make sure bags of coins are filled with the proper amounts of coins

2. Prepare shopping bags with priced items.

Circle Time Activity: “Sock It To Me” game  (See attached instruction sheet)

Class Procedure:
1. Review Lesson One (5 min.)

· Give each child a piggy bank workmat and a bag of coins.

· Identify the coins by doing Coin Riddles.  Have each child set coins on piggy bank to figure out and answer the riddle.  

· One student comes up to write the total amount on the piggy bank on the overhead. 

2. Money Order (5 min.)

· Have students take out all the pennies and nickels from their bags. The rest of the coins stay inside the bag.

· Pick up the piggy bank workmats and pass out the Money Order charts.  

· Show the students where each coin goes on the chart, and have them put their coins on the chart in the proper place.  Explain that they should always count from left to right (just like reading from left to right) and that they should always start counting with the coin that is worth the most.  

3. Counting With Money Order Charts (10 min.)

· Tell the students to leave one nickel and one penny on the chart.

· Show them how to count it.  Have them use their pinky to touch the coins as they count.  Stop at the line and think about switching to counting by ones.  (“Five, stop, and one more is six.”) 

· Add a nickel to the chart and do the same.  (“Five, ten, stop, and one more is eleven.”)  

· Add a penny this time and keep repeating in this fashion, adding nickels and pennies one at a time respectively until all coins are used. 

4. Shopping (10 min.)

· Tell students that they are going to go shopping now that they know how to count some money. 

· Have one student come up and choose an item from the shopping bag.  He or she should read the price, and the class should show on their Money Order charts which coins they would use to buy it.  Remind them to start with at least one nickel.

· Repeat two or three times, having volunteers coming to the front to show answers to each one on the overhead.  

5. Shopping in Groups ( 10 min.)

· In groups, do the same.  Take turns choosing from the bag.  Others in the group set out coins to buy the item.  

· The shopper makes sure that everyone used the correct coins.  Continue until everyone has had a turn.  

· If they get done early, have them find out how many ways they can find to make 10¢ and 15¢.  (Have these prices written on the board. Have them write down or keep track of in some way.)

6. Worksheet Practice (10 min.)

· Have students complete page 201/202 from the math workbook. 

· Do the first few together.  Explain to them that under the coin they write the number they say as they count. 

· Encourage students to set out real coins on their charts if needed.

Closure:
1. Money Hop (10 min.)

· Set out the large nickel and penny demonstration coins in a 3x3 array on the floor. 

· Have the children sit around the edges.  One person at a time comes up.  

· Call out different values and have the child hop from coin to coin to show what coins he or she would use to make that value.

2. Reflective Journal: How many coins would you use to buy a toy for 7¢ ?  What are they?
