Making Purchases

Time Frame: about 1 hour

Objectives: 
     The students will: 

1. Use coins to buy items of a specified amount.

2. Determine whether or not they have enough money to buy an item of a specified amount.

Materials:

1. Index card for each child

2. Grocery ad cutouts

3. Scissors

4. Glue sticks

5. Black marker – 2 per group

6. Money spinner per pair

7. Bag of coins per pair

Preparation:

1. Obtain grocery ads.

Class Procedure:
1. Determining Grocery Prices  (10 min.)

· Give each child an index card.  Put grocery ads and 2 black markers at each group.

· Each child looks through the ads and cuts out one item, glues it on the card, and gives it a price between 1¢ and 75¢.  Have them use the marker to write the price on the card.  Remind them to write ¢ after the number.

2. Grocery Shopping (20 min.)

· Gather all the cards together and put them in the pocket chart.

· Model a sample word problem using characters from Pigs Will Be Pigs.  For example, tell the class that Mrs. Pig went to the store and bought eggs for 25¢, bread for 10 ¢, and strawberries for 50¢. (Although, use items that are on the cards.)

· Set on the overhead coins used for each item.  Have a volunteer put them in order.

· Have the class help count how much she spent.  

· Repeat the activity, having 3 volunteers choose groceries and 3 other volunteers set out the coins used for each item.  

· Switch and tell the class that Mrs. Pig can only spend $1.00 or any specified amount that you choose.  Repeat the activity.  This time ask if she has enough money to make her purchases.

3. Grocery Shopping in Pairs (15 min.)

· Divide up the cards and pass them out, along with the spinners and bags of coins.  

· Have students work in pairs.  1 person chooses a card.  The other person spins the spinner 3 times and sets out those coins.  

· Together, the students put the coins in order and count.  Do they have enough money to buy the chosen item? Have them tally yes/no.  

· Put the card back and repeat, switching roles.   

4. Worksheet Practice (15 min.)

· Have students complete page 217/218 from the math workbook on their own.

Closure:
1. Reflective Journal: What was the hardest thing about this lesson?
