Unit Academic Integration:  reading, writing, art, and drama

Objectives:

· Students will read numerous fairytales with expression, correct tone, and enunciation.

· Students will create their own fractured fairytale using correct grammar, sentence structure, and punctuation. 

· Students will create props and costumes to represent the character they choose to become in their fractured fairytale stories.

· Students will read their stories to an audience using correct tone, expression, and enunciation.

Time:  The time frame for this unit is three weeks; 15 school days
Procedures:
1. Teacher will introduce the theme of Fairytales by Reading “The Three Little Pigs” by Grimm Brothers using expression, tone, and enunciation.  The teacher will also incorporate felt story board pieces to illustrate the story using a felt board while reading the story to the students.
2. Each day the teacher will read a fairytale for 5 days.  The fairytales that are read aloud are:
· Day 1 – Three Little Pigs
· Day 2 – Goldilocks and the Three Bears
· Day 3 – Red Riding Hood
· Day 4 – Jack and the Beanstalk
· Day 5 – The Gingerbread Man
3. The teacher will discuss the elements of a fairytale such as descriptive setting, characters, problem, and solution.  The students and teacher will web each element of the story and discuss.  Books will become part of the reading center for students to explore and read while in independent reading centers.
4. After five days of fairytale read alouds, the teacher will introduce “Fractured/Altered Fairytales” to the children with five more days of read alouds.  The Fractured Fairytales read aloud are:
· Day 6 – The True Story of the Three Little Pigs
· Day 7 – Little Red Riding Hood 
· Day 8  - Jane and the Beanstalk 
· Day 9 – The Gingerbread Baby
· Day 10 – Goldilocks Has Chickenpocks
5. Students will compare and contrast the original fairytales to their fractured fairytale versions using Venn Diagrams.  

6. On Day 6, students will choose a fairytale to write a different version of.  I will list stories and names of students on a separate sheet of paper.  

7. Students will spend three more days (day 7 - day 9) writing, editing, and complete a final draft of their fractured fairytale.  
8. On days 10 and 11 the students will use classroom time to create a prop and costume of the main character of their fractured fairytale.  Art supplies needed are: colored tissue paper, scissors, tape, stapler, large craft/bulletin board paper, paper plates, construction paper, string, and assorted fabric scraps.

9. On day 12 students will use a large refrigerator box to create a story book that they can climb out of during their presentation.  (see attached picture)

10. On Day 13 and 14 students will rehearse presentation with teacher. Students will dress up as the main characters from their fractured fairytales.  They will magically come out of the magic story book to tell the audience the “real version” of their story.  Each student will read their story and at the end of the show the queen from Snow White (the teacher) will magically send them back into the book.  The setting on the stage is the large refrigerator box.  Below the stage will be an old rocking chair, reading lamp, and faux bear rug.  Music will play on a hidden CD player behind the stage; medieval music (song) is chosen.  Teacher will dress up as the queen from Snow White  and she will walk out of  the magical fairytale book and read the script located on last page of lesson plan,  which introduces the show and characters.
11. On Day 15 students will present their read aloud show in costume to an audience; (Kindergarten, first, and second grade students and teachers) Invitations will be sent to parents to come to see show.
12. Teacher will make a copy of all the fractured fairytales and create a classroom book.  Also, the presentation will be videotaped and DVDs will be distributed to the students of class.

Box opens up from the front and there is a door cut out from behind so children can climb in and out of book.
Closure: Students will discuss fairytales and fractured fairytales and their similarities and differences. 
Culminating Activity: Teacher will provide popcorn and children will watch “Abbot and Costello in Jack and the Beanstalk”
This is the teacher introduction to the show. I will dress up as queen from Snow White.

“Once upon a time I found a large fairytale book in the King’s private library.  I came across a story called “Snow White” in which I thought was peculiar.  I read the story and did not like what I read!  The story had a very evil, vain, and mean queen who cast a spell on a poor little girl named Snow White.  I couldn’t believe my eyes!  I was reading my life story, but I did not agree with what was written in the book.  I think I am quite handsome, but I did not look at myself that much in the mirror.  I have had some bad days here and there, but I don’t think I am as mean as the story says. Lastly, the story said I cast a spell on Snow White!  That is outrageous!  Snow White came down with the flu and had to stay in bed for a week.  That is not my fault.  She refused to wear a coat.  I am furious!  

And the story said Snow White was a gentle, kind, obedient little girl.  Ha, ha, ha!.  Snow White does not do her chores, her room is a mess, and she misbehaves quite often.  Just last week Snow White refused to eat her apple for lunch and made rude remarks about my dress.   The story is all wrong.  

So I went to see Merlin, our local magician, and asked him for a spell to open a portal in the fairytale book to allow the characters to come out and tell you the REAL STORY about themselves.   So, here I go…”
“Bippidy Bippidy, Boppidity Snook, Let the characters come out of the book!”
Throw sequence at book.  Introduce first character.
